Hillegonda Bischoff, whose death occurred on 5 March, 1971
oraduated at the University of the Witwatersrand in 1931. and
~fter serving her housemanship at the General Hospital and
the Transvaal Memorial
Hospital for Children in
Johannesburg, she was ap­
pointed Superintendent of
the Bridgeman Memonal
Hospital. Johannesburg, serv­
ing until the end of 1933.
From 1934 to 1935 she was
District Surgeon at Bronk­
horstspruit and from 1936 to
1938 she was in general
practice, as well as District
Surgeon in Hobhouse in the
OFS. In 1948 she obtained
the Diploma of C~ild Health
at the U ni versi ty of the
Witwatersrand.

Her greatest interest re­
mained with children and
young people, and in August
1938 when she was appoint­
ed as Medical Inspector of
Schools in the Department
of Education of the Cape
Province, it was indeed
fortunate for this depart­
ment as well as for the
schoolchildren of the Cape, for they had an outstanding,
gifted and dedicated person to serve their needs. She devoted
herself with dedication and selflessness to this work for 32
years. Her keen observation and quite exceptional diagnostic
acumen never missed any significant factor that might have
affected a child's progress at school or his wellbeing in the
fullest sense. Her accord with children and staff alike will not
soon be forgotten. She was held in high esteem by her medical
colleagues, the school sisters and by the officials of the Edu­
cation Department.

Before her school area was confined to Cape Town and its
environment, she served a very large area in the Eastern
Province. From 1949 to 1962 she served first on the College
Council and later on the Advisory Council of the Barkly
Training College for Nursery Education, and her services
proved of great benefit and inspiration to this Institution.

The last years of her life were dogged by ill-health, but even
when she became fully aware of the seriousness of her illness
and the' repeated major surgical treatment, she insisted on
rendering her services. She faced up to the relentless nature
of her illness with great courage and fortitude and remained
keenly interested in the welfare of friends and colleagues.

Her life was also devoted to the care of her mother, even
when her own health was failing. In fact she survived her
mother by only eleven months. She repeatedly mentioned her
deep appreciation of the kindness and care of her colleagues,
particularly those who had done so much for her at Groote
Sehuur Hospital and imbued her with strength which sustained
her to the end, and those in Somerset West who had cared for
her and her mother. The loving care and understanding afforded
her by her neighbours and friends in Somerset West was also
often mentioned by her. To me she was an inspiration in my
official duties and a loyal friend.

Our sincere sympathy is extended to her family in their
great loss.

It is with a deep sense of regret that we have to announce

the death of Wilfred Aubrey Hill on 15 March 1971.
'Pinky', as he was affectionately known by his numerous

friends, was born on 16 September 1904 and matriculated at
the Rustenburg High School in 1925. He obtained his medical
degree at Trinity College, Dublin in 1931, and was awarded
the Desmond Lyons Memorial Medal for Surgery in his final
year at Richmond Hospital. In 1937 he obtained the F.R.CS.
at Edinburgh.

Upon his return to South Africa he was appointed Honorary
Surgeon to the Pretoria General Hospital until the outbreak
of War when he enlisted in the South African Medical Corps.

He served in East Africa, 106 General Hospital in Cairo, and
in Italy, and attained the rank of Lieutenant-Colonel.

After the War he was a specialist surgeon in Johannesburg
for a while, and in 1946 joined the late Dr L. O. Vercueil in
general practice at Florida, Transvaal. In March 1970 he
retired to his farm in the Northern Transvaal.

'Pinky' was one of a fast vanishing race of doctors. A highly
qualified man who devoted his entire knowledge, skill and
energy to providing a personal and efficient medical service to
his community. His cheerful smile and confident personality
will be sadly missed by his many friends, colleagues and ex­
patients.

A survey of medical care in
an inland population in south-east Norway. By B. G. Bent­
sen, M.D. Pp. 192. N.kr.96,-, Oslo: Universitetsforlaget.
1970.

Die sentrale tema van die werk is 'n morbiditeitsopname van
roestande eie aan huisartspraktyk. Die bevindinge is baie soos
d'le elders in die wereId en ook van ons eie Blanke sektor. Wat
dit betref, word die leser gevolglik nie veel nuuts gebied nie.

Van groter waarde egter is die merodes van die opname. Dit
getuig van baie deeglike besinning en vooruitdenke. Hy het ook
diep gaan delf in die literatuur en sy bronnelys is van groot
waarde vir enige werker op die gebied.

Die outeur is ook entoesiasties oor die feit dat sy studie
moontlik die eerste kan wees wat aandag skenk aan die ge­
volge van siekte deur 'n meting van gestremdhede.

Dit is ook onvermydelik dat sy studie sou lei tot 'n ontleding
van die huidige posisie en ook 'n toekomsblik oor huisartsprak­
tyk.

LABORATORY AIDS

Laboratory Aids Series. Ed. by F. J.. Baker, F.I.M.L.T.,
F.I.S.T. Approximately 60 pages and R1.20 each. London
and Durban: Butterworth. 1970.

The editor of this series indicates at the outset that the book­
lets are designed for the use of laboratory workers as an ad­
junct to textbooks of wider and more general scope. Thus
one finds that although the individual books are of small size,
by virtue of their specialized nature, they deal remarkably
well with the subject. It is also apparent that they are written
by authors of standing and experience in each of the chosen
fields.

These aids fully realize the aims of the editor and should
serve a valuable function as an introduction to laboratory
techniques in restricted fields of interest. C.J.D.
